According to Radio Free Asia (9 March 11), state security officials in Guangzhou city, Guangdong province, reportedly detained rights defender Sun Desheng sometime in March 2011 on
suspicion of inciting subversion. Sun reportedly had attended a meal with other activists on February 15, 2011. Police found a photo of the event on the computer of Liu Shihui, the missing
lawyer who was beaten and injured by unidentified assailants on February 20 while he waited for a bus to one of the locations designated as a site for "Jasmine Revolution" protests. RFA

connected Sun's detention to a broader crackdown that may be related to the protests. Sun's current whereaboust are not known.
